BYLAWS

OF THE

NORTHERN KENTUCKY LAND DEVELOPMENT COUNCIL
ARTICLE I

NAME AND LOCATION
Section 1.
The name of this Council shall be the Northern Kentucky Land Development Council.

Section 2.
The principal office of this Council shall be located at 2751 Circleport Drive, Erlanger, Kentucky  41018, or at such other places as the Board of Directors may specify.

ARTICLE II

JURISDICTION
Section 1.
The jurisdiction of the Council shall be Boone, Bracken, Campbell, Carroll, Gallatin, Grant, Kenton, Mason, Owen, and Pendleton, Kentucky.

ARTICLE III

OBJECTIVES
Section 1.
The objectives of this Council shall be:

(a)
to associate individuals, firms or corporations engaged in the development of 

land for the purposes of mutual advantage and cooperation.

(b)
to develop and maintain within the industry high appreciation of the objectives 

and responsibilities of members in fully serving the public.

(c)
to advocate and encourage the constant improvement of land development 

techniques and practices, including support of smart growth processes.

(d)
to promote and protect the right of our citizens to enjoy a quality environment.

(e)
to cooperate with other trade associations in all matters related to advancing the 

interests of the industry and its members.

(f)
to advocate the standardization of governmental regulations throughout the 

jurisdiction served by the council.

(g)
to work for the elimination of laws and orders which impede the industry's ability 

to serve its consumers, and to support constructive laws and orders.

(h)
to promulgate and enforce a code of ethics for members of this council.

(i)
to issue such publications as may be necessary to disseminate information of 

value to its members, the public and government.

(j)
to operate in such a manner that no part of the income of this organization would 

ensure to the benefit of any individual member.

 ARTICLE IV

CODE OF ETHICS
Section 1.
All members of the Council shall agree to observe and be bound by the following Code of Ethics:

(a)
 Members shall constantly seek to provide better values, so that people may know 

and enjoy a quality environment.

(b)
Members shall at all times contribute their knowledge and expertise in the  

land development process to the best interest of those they serve.


(c)
Members shall not obtain any business by means of fraudulent statements or by 

use of implications unwarranted by fact or reasonable probability.
(d)
Members shall comply both in spirit and letter with rules and regulations 


prescribed by law and government agencies for the health, safety and progress 

of the community.

(e)
Members shall not perform or cause to be performed any act which would tend to 

reflect on or bring into disrepute any part of the land development industry.

ARTICLE V

MEMBERSHIP
Section 1.
Membership in this Council shall be in three classes:

(a)
Active Membership

(b)
Supporting Membership

(c)
Special Membership

Section 2.
Qualifications for membership in this Council shall be as follows:

(a)
Active membership shall be open to any person, firm or corporation that 


subscribes to the code of ethics of this Council and whose principal 



business for one (1) year prior to the date of the application for active 



membership is associated with the development of land for housing and 



other uses.  All active members must be members of the Home Builders 



Association of Northern Kentucky.

(b)
Supporting  membership shall be open to any person, firm or corporation that 


subscribes to the code of ethics of this Council and who, in either a public 



or private capacity has an interest in the development of land for housing 



or other uses.

(c)
The Board of Governors shall have the right to confer special membership  

upon any individual, firm or corporation, under conditions established by 



the Board of Governors.

ARTICLE VI

ELECTION OF MEMBERS
Section 1.
Applications for active and affiliate membership in this Council shall be made to the Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky and processed in the following manner:

(a)
Applicant shall submit his application in writing on a form supplied by this 

Council containing an agreement to abide by the Bylaws and observe the Code 

of Ethics of this Council.

(b)
Application shall be endorsed by at least one member in good standing and shall 

be accompanied by a payment in an amount sufficient to cover the annual current year's dues in advance, if any.  All payments so made shall be returned in full if membership is not approved.

(c)
The Board of Governors of the Land Development Council  shall investigate all applications for membership and shall be vested with the exclusive right to elect membership.

Section 2.
The Board of Governors of the Council  shall have the right to change the classification of any member or membership, either by reason of the change of activities of a member or in order to better promote the objectives and activities of the Council.  The Board of Governors shall be the sole  judge of such change of classification, provided that prior to such change of classification the Board of Governors shall serve notice upon such member by registered mail, setting forth that the member's classification shall be considered for change at the next regular meeting of the Board of Governors; and such member shall have the privilege of appearing before such meeting and presenting any information for the consideration of the Board of Governors which shall be pertinent to the member's classification.

Section 3.
The Board of Governors shall have the jurisdiction to suspend or expel a member and such action by the Board of Governors  shall be by a majority vote of the Board.  No member shall be suspended or expelled without notification at least ten (10) days prior to the date of scheduled action and shall be entitled to appear before the Board of Governors prior to its action on the suspension or expulsion and, at such appearance, shall be entitled to present the member's side of the matter and introduce witnesses, if the member so desires. No decision of suspension or expulsion is final until approved by the Board of Directors of the Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky.
Section 4.

A suspended member will enjoy none of the rights or privileges of membership while the suspension is in effect, but shall resume his former status in the association when the suspension has expired or been terminated.

An expelled member may be reinstated upon terms and conditions specified by the Board of Governors  in each individual case.

ARTICLE VII

MEETINGS OF MEMBERS
Section 1.
Meetings of the members of this Council shall be held at a time and place designated by the Board of Governors, and notice thereof shall be sent to each member at least (5) days before each meeting shall take place.

Section 2.
The annual meeting of the members of this Council shall be determined by the Board of Governors at which time the election of Board of Governors  shall take place, unless an alternative process for elections has been approved including electronic voting. (December 2007)
Section 3.
Ten (10) active members shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of business at any meeting properly called.

ARTICLE VIII

VOTING 

Section 1.
At any annual election or upon any occasion upon which a vote of the membership is required, only active members in good standing shall be entitled to vote and such vote must be in person.  There shall be one (1) vote for each active member.

Section 2.
A majority vote of all active members present at any meeting shall be necessary for passage of any measure or election to any office; however, that where there are more than two (2) candidates for office, those candidates who receive the most votes, whether or not a majority of all votes cast, shall be deemed elected. In the event that none of the offices for election are contested a vote by acclamation will confirm the election of the nominated candidates. (December 2007)
The President shall appoint at the annual meeting a sufficient number of tellers and two (2) judges to properly tally and record the votes.

ARTICLE IX

DUES AND INITIATION FEES
Section 1.
Membership dues and initiation fees for all classes of membership shall be at such rates as established by the Board of Governors .

ARTICLE X

GOVERNORS
Section 1.
The management of the Council shall be vested in a Board of Governors of who not less than ten (10) shall be elected Governors  plus all past presidents of this Council. 
Section 2.
Nominations for election of Governors shall be effected by the Nominating Committee consisting of five (5) active members appointed by the President of the Council; and such nominations must be announced thirty (30) days prior to the annual meeting or at the membership meeting immediately prior to the annual meeting.

Section 3.
Only active members shall be eligible for nomination as an elected Governor; provided, however, that a past president in good standing as an active member shall be eligible to be an elected Governor. The Board of Governors may annually, at its sole discretion, choose to elect the Vice President, prior to the general election. The Vice President shall not be required to run for another term as a governor in the event that the current term has expired and he plans to continue for another term as an officer of the association in the capacity of President or Vice President.  


Elected Governors  shall continue in office until their successors are elected and qualified. Terms run from December 1 through November 30.
Section 4.
The Board of Governors  shall have the power to fill vacancies among the officers and elected directors of the association by a vote of two‑thirds (2/3) of said Board attending a meeting, and such officers and Governors  so elected shall serve the unexpired term of their predecessors and until their successors are elected and qualified.

Section 5.
In the event a member of the Board of Governors  is absent from regular meetings of the Board for three (3) consecutive times or four (4) times during the calendar year, their position on the Board of Governors  shall be declared vacant, unless excused absences have been approved by the Board of Governors Vacancies on the Board occasioned by death, resignation or declaration, shall be filled by appointment of the President with the concurrence of the Board of Governors ; the person so appointed shall serve unexpired term.

Section 6.
It shall be the duty of the Board of Governors  to exercise general supervision over the affairs of the Council and to receive and act upon the reports of all committees and to elect or reject candidates for membership, and to act in the capacity of any committee and, at its discretion, to create additional committees or to disband any existing committee or committees.

Section 7.
The Board shall make and enforce such rules and regulations for the conduct of its work and work of the various departments and committees of the Council which it may deem proper and which way not contravene nor infringe upon these Bylaws.

Section 8.
The Board of Governors  shall have control of the funds, if any, of the Council and shall have the right to provide the method and manner of disbursement of such funds, if any. The action of the Board of Governors  within its powers granted by these Bylaws shall be final and shall not require the approval of the members of the Council in order to be valid.

ARTICLE XI

MEETING OF THE BOARD OF GOVERNORS 
Section 1.
Meetings of the Board of Governors shall be held as follows:

(a)
An annual organization meeting of the Board of Governors  shall be held 


immediately following the annual meeting of active members, upon call of the 

President for the purpose of electing officers and such other matters as may 

properly come before them.

(b)
Regular meetings of the Board of Governors  shall be held monthly or such other time as the Board may direct.

(c)
Special meetings of the Board of Governors  may be called by the President or upon formal request in writing of any five (5) Governors.

(d)
Notice of the date, hour and place of all meetings must be given to the Governors  at least five (5) days in advance.

Section 2.
A total of five (5) of the currently elected members of the Governors shall constitute a quorum of the Board of Governors .

ARTICLE XII

OFFICERS
Section 1.
At the annual meeting of the Board of Governors, the Board of Governors  shall elect from the elected directors, a President and a Vice President.  The President or a Governor  appointed by the Board shall be designated to represent this council on the Board of Directors of the Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky and the Home Builders Care Assistance Fund of Northern Kentucky.
Section 2.
(1)
The term of office for all officers shall be two (2) years and they shall hold office until their successors are elected and qualified.

No member shall be elected to hold the office of President successively for more than two (2) consecutive terms, or after serving two (2) consecutive terms be re‑elected to such office without one (1) year intervening.

Section 3.
The President shall be the Chief Officer of this Council and shall preside at all meetings of the Council, Board of Governors  . The President shall appoint all committees and their respective chairmen and shall designate the duties of all subject to the approval of the Board of Governors. The President shall preside at Council Executive Committee meetings.
He shall be the official spokesman of this Council in matters of public policy; he shall be an exofficio member of all committees and shall have the right, with the approval of the Board of Governors, to fix the terms of any and all committees.

Section 4.
The Vice President shall assume the duties of the President in the absence, inability or refusal on the part of the President to act.

Section 5.
The Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky  shall have custody of all the books, records and papers belonging to the Council; it  shall maintain a roster of the members of the Council, with their classifications and addresses and shall have all moneys, if any, received by the Council deposited to the bank accounts of the Council and to maintain a record of all receipts and disbursements.  The HBA staff  shall make a full report of the receipts, disbursements and delinquencies to the Board of Governors  and an annual financial report to the Council.

Section 6.
The Executive Committee shall consist of the President, Vice President, and Chairman of the Board.  The Executive Committee shall have such powers as are delegated to it by the Board of Governors.

ARTICLE XIII

ADMINISTRATIVE OFFICERS AND STAFF
Section 1.
The chief administrative head of this Council shall be the Executive Vice President  of the Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky.

Section 2.
The Executive Vice President  shall have charge of and manage the active business operations of the Council, under the direction of the Board of Governors, and shall keep accurate accounts of all property passing through his hands, and do and perform all other duties incident to his office and such other duties as may from time to time be assigned to him by the Board of Governors.

Section 3.
The Executive Vice President  shall be empowered to employ such staff to carry on the business of this Council as instructed by the Board of Governors , at such rates of compensation as may deemed fair and proper within the limitations of the annual budget if any.  Any increases in the expenditures in excess of the annual budget must be approved by the Board of Governors.

Section 4.
The Chief Legal Counsel of this Council, if any, shall be an attorney who shall be employed by the Board of Directors of the Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky for such term and at rates of compensation as the Board of Directors may deem fair and proper. The counsel shall advise the officers and Governors  of the Council in all such matters pertaining to its affairs as may require his consideration. He shall represent the Council as a group, in all matters involving the Council, where legal advice and representation are needed.  In no way shall it be construed that the counsel's services shall be used by individual members of the Council for their own personal affairs at the expense of the Council.

ARTICLE XIV

STANDINGS AND SPECIAL COMMITTEES
Section 1.
The duties and functions of all standing committees shall be prescribed by the President with the approval of the Board of Governors.

Section 2.
Each committee shall keep minutes of its proceedings and make periodic reports to the Board of Governors and the full council, as directed, covering its activities.

Section 3.
Each special committee shall keep minutes of its proceedings available for the perusal of the officers of the Council. 
ARTICLE XV

FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of this association shall be January 1 to December 31.

ARTICLE XVI

FUNDS AND BUDGET
Section 1.
Dues and any other monies collected by this Council shall be placed in such depositories as are selected by the Board of Directors of the Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky.  Payments in behalf of the Council shall be made in accordance with the bylaws of the Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky.

Section 2.
The Board of Governors shall adopt a council operational budget for each fiscal year and submit a budget request, if any, to the Board of Directors of the Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky for approval

ARTICLE XVII

ORDER OF BUSINESS
Section 1.
The order of business of the Council and divisions shall be at the discretion of the President.

Section 2.
The rules of parliamentary procedures for all meetings of members and all meetings of the Board of Governors  shall be the rules established by Robert's Rules of Order.

ARTICLE XVIII

AMENDMENTS
Section 1.
This code of Regulations may be amended by a majority vote of the members of the Board of Governors present at any properly constituted meeting. Such amendment or amendments will than be submitted for the approval of the Board of Directors of the Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky.
