CONSTITUTION AND BY‑LAWS

THE NORTHERN KENTUCKY HOME BUILDERS WOMEN’S COUNCIL FOR COMMUNITY ACTION
CONSTITUTION

ARTICLE I

NAME

This organization shall be named and known as the Northern Kentucky Home Builders Women’s Council For Community Action.
ARTICLE II

OBJECTIVES

The objectives of the Council shall be:

(1)
To promote the goals of the Home Builders Association (HBA) by assisting in 

those activities when called upon.

(2)
To work toward a better understanding of the problems of the home building 

industry, to assist in producing more attractive housing and to promote with other 

organizations the private enterprise objectives and ideology of the home building 

industry.

(3)
To create public awareness of the role-played by the business and profession of 

home building in the Northern Kentucky community.

(4)
Through education programs and scholarships, encourage young people to take up 

careers in the home building industry.

(5)
To promote and protect home ownership among all people.

(6)
To work for the elimination of governmental orders improperly restricting the 

home building industry and to support beneficial directives.

(7)
To aid the home building industry in such a manner that adequate housing will be made available by private enterprise to all Americans.
(8)
To be a member of and to participate in the activities and programs of the 


National Association of Home Builders Women’s Council.

(9)
To promote in advance goodwill through public relations in the Northern 


Kentucky community.

ARTICLE III

FISCAL MATTERS

No part of the net earnings of the organization shall inure to the benefit of, or be distributed to, its members, directors, officers, or other private persons, except that the organization shall be authorized and empowered to pay reasonable compensation for services rendered and to make payment and distributions in furtherance of the purposes set forth in Article II hereof.  The organization may not engage in any business activity of a kind ordinarily carried on for profit nor may it perform particular services for its individual members or any political campaign on behalf of any candidate for public office.  Notwithstanding any other provisions of these articles, the organization shall not carry on any other activities not permitted to be carried on by an organization exempt from Federal Income Tax under Section 501© (6) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law).

ARTICLE IV

DISSOLUTION

Upon the dissolution of the Organization, the Board of Governors shall, after paying or making provisions for the payment of all of the liabilities of the Organization, dispose of all of the assets of the Organization to such organization or organizations organized and operated exclusively for charitable and educational purposes as shall at the time qualify as an exempt organization or organizations under Section 501 © (3) of the Internal Revenue Code of 1954 (or the corresponding provision of any future United States Internal Revenue Law), as the Board of Directors shall determine. Any such assets not so disposed of shall be disposed of by the Circuit Court of the County in which the principal office of the Organization is then located, exclusively for such purposes or to such organization or organizations, as said Court shall determine, which are organized and operated exclusively for such purposes.

ARTICLE V

PRINCIPAL OFFICE

The principal office of the Organization shall be at 2751 Circleport Drive, Erlanger, Boone County, Kentucky 41018.

ARTICLE VI

BODY GOVERNING

The governing body of this Organization shall be a Board of Governors, the number and qualifications of which shall be determined by the By‑Laws of the Organization, who shall be elected as provided by said By‑Laws, and who are charged with such responsibility for conducting the business and affairs of the Organization as provided herein and by the By‑Laws. The By‑Laws of the Organization shall be adopted, amended or otherwise changed by the general membership, with the confirmation of the Board of Directors of the Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky

ARTICLE VII

AMENDMENTS

This Constitution may be amended from time to time by a vote of two‑thirds (2/3) majority of all the members present in good standing of the Organization, provided that the amendment has been submitted in writing and presented at a previous meeting. The Board of Directors of the Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky must grant final approval of any changes to the Constitution. 

ARTICLE VIII

MEMBERSHIP

Membership in the Organization shall be limited to the following persons:

(1)
The spouse and adult members (18 years of age) of the immediate family of builder and associate members and spouses of firm members authorized by builders and associate members in good standing and active in the Home Builders 
Association of Northern Kentucky (HBANK).

(2)
Spouse of the Executive Vice President of HBANK and staff members designated by the Executive Vice President.

(3)
Widows of deceased member of HBANK.

(4)
If a spouse retires and is a member in good standing of HBANK, and the spouse is a Council Member in good standing, the spouse may remain a member of the Council after the spouse retires.

(5)
If a past Council President becomes ineligible to belong as a member to the Council because of divorce or a change of family business, she may become an honorary member. An honorary member can hold a position on a committee and office except President or Vice President.

(6) A person who’s Company designates him/her, as a business representative to the HBA may also be eligible for membership in the Council.

(7)
A person who has been a member in good standing for two (2) years who is no longer affiliated with the Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky (HBANK) can retain membership status as an affiliate member as long as dues are paid.  An affiliate member can hold a position on a committee and office except President and Vice President.

ARTICLE IX

INSURANCE

The Council will carry liability insurance for the protection of the Organization.

NORTHERN KENTUCKY HOME BUILDERS WOMEN’S COUNCIL FOR COMMUNITY ACTION BY‑LAWS
ARTICLE I

MEETINGS

(1)
Regular meetings of the membership shall be held on the first Thursday of each month or 
at such other time as the Board of Governors (BOARD) shall from time to time       designate. No less than nine (9) meetings shall be held each year.

(2)
Regular meetings of the BOARD shall be held every other month, the exact date, time 
and place of which is to be decided by the BOARD.

(3)
Special meetings of either the membership or of the BOARD shall be held at the 

discretion of the President, or upon written request of five (5) members.

ARTICLE II

GOVERNORS

(1)
The Governors of the Organization shall consist of the Officers, the Chairman of each respective standing Committee and the immediate Past President. The incumbent President shall be the Chairman of the BOARD and preside at all BOARD meetings if the President is unable to attend the meetings, then the President Elect shall preside or such other Governor as the President may appoint.

(2)
The members present shall constitute a quorum.

(3)
A majority vote of any quorum shall constitute action by the BOARD. The Board of Directors of the Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky must approve all BOARD decisions impacting policy or practices of the Home Builders Association of Northern Kentucky.

ARTICLE III

OFFICERS

(1)
The elective officers of the Northern Kentucky Home Builders Women’s Council For Community Action shall consist of President, President Elect, Recording Secretary and Treasurer.

(2)
The Nominating Committee shall be made up of three (3) members and one (1) alternate member of the Past Presidents Council, which Committee shall be appointed by the Board of Directors. The Chairman of the Nominating Committee shall be selected from among these three (3) members. The Nominating Committee shall canvass the membership, shall solicit and consider their recommendations and shall nominate at least

(1) candidate for each office to be filled.  The names for election shall be presented to the general membership while nominations from the floor may be made at such general membership meeting.  The election shall take place at the October meeting.  Officers shall be installed at the November meeting or at the discretion of the incoming President.

(3)
The President Elect automatically becomes President. The Committee nominates the       other officers.

(4)
When only one (1) nomination is made for any office, the election shall be made by 
acclamation.  A majority of votes shall constitute an election.

(5)
All elective officers shall hold office for a period of one (1) year, assuming office 
at the close of their installation. All officers shall be eligible for re‑election the second (2) year. Two (2) consecutive years shall be the limit of tenure of all officers.

(6)
Resignation of officers, excepting President, shall be filled by the BOARD and shall be 
voted upon at the next regular meeting of the members. If the President resigns and there 
is no President Elect the BOARD may also appoint a person to be their President, which 
appointment shall be voted upon at the regular meeting of the members. All BOARD 
appointees may function as officers pending their confirmation by the membership.

ARTICLE IV

DUTIES OF THE OFFICERS

(1)
The President shall preside at all regular meetings, shall appoint all standing committees, special committees and chairmen, and shall be an ex officio member of all committees, excepting the Nominating Committee. The President, or her designee, shall represent the Council at the 
HBA Board of Directors meeting as a voting member of that Board or appoint someone to represent the President and the Council.

(2)
In case of absence, inability or resignation of the President, the President Elect shall 
perform all the duties pertaining to that office. The President Elect shall automatically be 
Chairman of the Program Committee.

(3)
The Recording Secretary shall take minutes of all meetings, which shall be an accurate 
record of all business and other activities.

(4)
The Treasurer shall collect annual dues and shall pay all bills with the approval of the 
President and shall be responsible for keeping an accurate record of all receipts and 
disbursements of monies.

Note:
The duties and responsibilities of Corresponding Secretary, Parliamentarian and Historian shall be made by Presidential appointment.

ARTICLE V

PAST PRESIDENTS COUNCIL

(1)
There shall be Past Presidents Council to function and act in the advisory capacity when called upon by the President to do so.

(2)
The Council shall be composed of all the Past Presidents of the Organization.

ARTICLE VI

MEMBERS

(1)
Members present shall constitute a quorum of the membership.

(2)
A majority vote of any quorum shall constitute action by the membership.

(3)
The annual dues of the organization shall be payable to the Membership Chair.

(4)
The annual dues of the Organization may be changed from time to time by the 

membership.

(5)
Dues for each member shall be paid by that member to the Council no later than the date 
upon which the dues for membership in that council are due, and shall be deemed 
delinquent if not paid to that Chartered Council within 105 days after that due date. The 
term of membership of a member shall expire one year after the due date, regardless of 
when dues are actually paid.

ARTICLE VII

NATIONAL DUES

Dues for membership in the National Association of Home Builders Women’ s Council shall be paid by the organization from its Treasury at the rate fixed and under the terms stated III the Bylaws of the National Women’s Council or amendments thereto currently in effect.

STATE DUES

Dues for membership in the Home Builders Association of Kentucky Women’s Council shall be paid by the organization from its Treasury at the rate fixed and under the terms stated in the Bylaws of the HBANK Women’s Council or amendments thereto currently in effect.

ARTICLE VIII

FISCAL YEAR

The fiscal year of the Organization shall be the calendar year.

ARTICLE IX

AMENDMENTS

These By‑Laws may be amended at any meeting of the membership provided that the amendment has been submitted in writing and presented at a previous meeting.

ARTICLE X

RULES OF ORDER

Except as otherwise provided in the Constitution or in these By‑Laws, the order of business and the rules of order shall be in compliance with Robert‘s Rules of Order, a later edition taking precedence over any earlier edition.
